

















The aim of the Sound Commission was to produce
a site-specific sound piece which captures the
sounds created by the island area of the Canal

Basins to engage new and existing audiences and
assist in their understanding of the place that
surrounds them.

Liminal* were invited to deliver this commission
and have worked with contemporary site information
to explore and expose its unique and individual
qualities. A sound-walk was identified as an ideal
method to re-present these sounds and Liminal
developed a unique technical recording device
which enables sounds to be recorded from the
exact place our ears receive it. This method when
played back allows the listener to walk around
the site and hear the actual sounds created as if
listening to them in real time, real distance and
real space.

The Sound Walk; Black Water Brown Water
uses the characters of canal engineer James
Brindley and Sabrina, Goddess of the Severn to
create a dramatic and unusual piece for the
island below the Lower Basin.
